What do the Little Engine That Could, Mighty Mouse, George Shrinks, and RAPM have in common? They are small and mighty, brave and bold! The mission of the Regina Anti-Poverty Ministry (or RAPM) is to create social change and offer compassion, education, and action. You are part of this action through your gifts to the Mission and Service Fund, which provides funding for RAPM.

What are some of the mighty deeds of RAPM? It makes sure low-income individuals are treated fairly. People who have been cut off social assistance, who have been underpaid, who need help with shelter costs or disability needs, or education and employment planning—they all find help at RAPM. Sometimes situations call for emergency food, shelter, clothing, or travel assistance. RAPM has up-to-date information on service agencies in Regina and can quickly direct emergency cases to the appropriate place while upholding the dignity and confidentiality of clients. 

RAPM serves in other ways too. Public education and advocacy are important parts of its ministry. Its awareness campaigns are both local and provincial. RAPM conducts poverty workshops. It works at a national level in advocacy. It is also represented on United Church committees on justice and in setting standards for community ministries in Canada.
